Election to the Board of Directors shall be by written ballot s hereinafter
provided. At such elections, the member or their proxies may cast, in
respect of cach vacancy, one vore each. The names receiving the largest
numbers of votes, shall be elected. There shall be no cumulative voting,

Section 3 All elections to the Board of Directors shall be made on a written ballot
which shall: (A) set forth the names of those nominated by the Board of
Directors, (B) contain a space for a write-in vote. Each ballot shall be
prepared and mailed by the secretary to the members at least fourteen (14)
days in advance of the date of the election.. Each member shall receive one
ballot and return the ballot to the secretary in person or by mail.

ARTICLE V
POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS
Section 1. The affairs of the Association shall be managed by the Board of Directors

The Secretary shall record the votes and keep minutes of all proceedings
The Treasurer shall receive and deposit in an appropriate bank account all
moneys and shall disburse such funds as directed by resolution of the

Board of Directors.

The Treasurer shalll complete the U.S. Income Tax Retum for
Homeowners Association, Form 1120-H annually.

All proxics shall be in writing and filed with the Secretary, no proxy shall
extend beyond a period of thirty (30) days

ARTICLE VIIT
RECORDS

“The records shall at all times, during reasonable business hours, be subject
to the inspection of any member.

ARTICLE IX
CORPORATE SEAL
The corporation shall have a seal in circular form having within its
circumference the words, University Village Property Owners

Association.

The seal may be affixed to official documents by either rubber stamp,
imprint or embossing.

ARTICLE X
AMENDMENTS

These By-Laws may be amended, by a vote of a majority or a quorum of
members in person or by proxy, provided that those provisions of these
By-Laws which are govemed by the Articles of Incorporation of this
corporation may not be amended except as provided in the Articles of
Tncorporation or applicable law.

In the case of any conflict between the Articles of Incorporation and these
By-Laws, the Articles shall prevail
